Through its Pantry Food Shelf, 12 Mobile Pantry Sites, and The Mobile
Lunch Box, The Open Door serves over 5000 individuals each month and distributes over 1 million
pounds of healthy food annually. The Open Door has grown immensely since it began serving the
Eagan community over ten years ago. They not only provide food and supplies, they also have family
advocates to help link families to critical, stabilizing services at social service agencies.

We tailor our drive to bring items for which they have the most need. Also during summer months, the
food shelves can become more sparse as kids are home from school, and food drives dwindle. Thank
you for supporting all of the ministries of Advent Church.
